| traveled to Southern India in August of 2008 wondering what God
could possibly have in store for me, and how He would use me to
do His will in the lives of the 140 children that | worked with at the
Precious Children’s Home. Instead, when | left India 8 months
later, | was baffled at how much I learned from the children that |
had come to love as my own brothers and sisters. Most of the
children that I worked with were not orphans, but had families that
loved them in rural villages like those of North India. In fact, these
parents loved their children so much, that they made the difficult
decision to send them thousands of miles away so that they could
be educated in a Christian environment, an option that is not found
in North India. These children are only able to see their families
once a year, for only a month’s time. Can you imagine saying
goodbye to your child, knowing that you would not see them again
for another year? Can you imagine sacrificing your desires so that
they can have a brighter future...so that they can know Jesus?
